Assessment
We will begin the year with a pre-test to assess skills necessary for this course. Where the assessment indicates a need for improvement, students will be given extra work for practice.

Quizzes:  Quizzes can be administered at the beginning of class to assess

understanding of the previous homework assignments. Students must show work. No work, no credit.

Tests:  We will test at the end of each chapter. Students must show work. No work, no credit.
Extra Credit: The re-teach packet is worth a maximum of 10 points extra credit for each chapter. It will be distributed at the beginning of each chapter and collected on the day of the chapter test. It is your choice whether or not you take a re-teach packet. It is fantastic insurance to maintain a good grade and helpful practice.
Conduct:  Students are required to follow the instructor’s directions regarding classroom behavior. When a student misses a class presentation due to behavior problems, the lesson can be reviewed on go.hrw.com. The student is responsible for all class work and homework.
